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The purpose of the Public and Indian Housing Resident Opportunity and
Self Sufficiency (ROSS) program is to provide grants to public housing
agencies (PHAS), tribes/tribally designated housing entities (TDHES),
Resident Associations (RAs), and nonprofit organizations (including
grassroots, faith-based and other community-based organizations) for the
provision of a Service Coordinator to coordinate supportive services and
other activities designed to help Public and Indian housing residents attain
economic and housing self sufficiency. These services should enable
participating families to increase earned income, reduce or eliminate the
need for welfare assistance, make progress toward achieving economic
independence and housing self-sufficiency or, in the case of elderly or
disabled residents, help improve living conditions and enable residents to
age-in-place. A Service Coordinator ensures that program participants are
linked to the supportive services they need to achieve self-sufficiency or
remain independent.

Cocaine and Meth Use Down, Prescription Drug Use Up, Heroin Use High but Unchanged

across Ohio, while cocaine and methamphdamineuse has waned dightly. Tho< findingsand more are
encapaulated in thelatest 80-pageCBurveillance of Drug Trendsin the State of OhioOreport generated by the Ohio
Subgance Abuse Monitoring (OSAM) Network -- aresearch partnership amongthe Ohio Department of Alcohol
and Drug Addiction Services (ODADAS), OhioB state govanment authority for the prevention and treatment of
drug addiction, Wright State University and the University of Akron.

OSAM providestimely information on emergng drug trends across the state of Ohio largely by interviewing active and
recovering drug users treatmert professionals, law erforcenment offi cersand crimelab personnel, ard providing treamert

Thereport summarizes daa collected from June2008to Januay 2009by regiond epidemiologistsin the Athens
Akron/Canton, Cincinnai, Cleveland, Columbus Dayton, Toledo, and Y oung$own aress.

QWhile we are encouraged to see a downward trend with cocaine and methampheiamine use, we continueto
maintain concern with the alarming proliferation of prescription drug abuse andtherelatively high availability of
heroin,Ocommented ODADAS Director Angda Corndius Dawson. In responding to these public hedlth
conaerns Director Dawson said, GDur god mug at all times beto hdp reduce the stigmatha undelies the
disease of addiction, no matter the drug of choice, so as to ensure prevention, treatment and recovery suppot
services remain well-funded and accessible to al who need them.O

In respong to the ongoing abuse of prescription drugsand opiates in Ohio, ODADAS launched in Januay of this
year, an Emerging Drug Trend Workgroup made up of alcohol and other drug treatment and prevention
professionds, medical professionds, law enforcement, and education and health professionds. ODADAS, along
with the Ohio Department of Health and the Ohio Pharmacy Board will be collaborating over the next year within
this workgroupto determinethe best possible outcomes to minimize the current prescription drug and opiate
abusin the state.

On therise

Opana and Suboxone rates areinareasing in Athens, Cindnnéi and Dayton; oxycodoneand hydrocodonerates
surgein Columbusand Cleveland; Subuex emergesin Cleveland, Dayton and Toledo. Similar to heroin, abuse
of these drugscontinues to be mog prevalent among youngwhites. Someillicit usersindicated Opana and
OpanaExtendal Release surpass OxyContin  (oxycondonecontrolled release) in terms of desirability.

Xanax and other benzodiazepines are identified as a growing problem in Akron, Athens, Cindnnai, Columbus
Dayton, Toledoand Y oungsown. Mog indications of abuse appear to be assodated with people who are
dependent on opioidsfor purposes of self-medication to prevent withdrawal. Given the expanding use of
Suboxone amongtreatment providers and private physciansaroundthe state for opioid detoxification and
maintenance, more research is needed to undestand diversion of thisimportant medication.



Piperazing arelative newcomer in these reports, is ganing groundin Athens Cindnnéi, Cleveland and
Columbus AndRitain and Addeall , drugscommonly prescribed to treat Attention Deficit and Hyperactivity
Disorder in children are being abused at increasing levelsin Athens  Treatment providers have noted an increase
in theinjection use of oxycodone Suboxone and Subuiex .

Reports of users trangtioning from phamaceutical opioid abuse to heroin initiation proliferate, athowgh heroin
initiation withoutpreviousexposure/dependence on phamaceutical opioidsisincreasingly reported, too.

No significant change

The Augug 20080SAM-0-GRAM first alerted the public to asudden spike in heroin availability and use. This
trend remainsunchanged in all regionsof the state, with the exception of Columbus where it isreported to bein
modeate decline

Genedly, Ecstasy usage remains high across the sate with the exception of Dayton. Marijuanacontinuesto be
highin availability and use (with the exceptionsof Cinadnnai and Toledo). However, epidemiologists report tha
it isnow beng used frequently in conjundionwith cocaine, PCP, embaming fluid and coughsyrup.

On thedecline
Research points to a marked decrease in the use of crack and powder cocainein al regionsexcept for Columbus
in which theuse of crack cocaineremainsmodeately high.

Across al regions methamphdamineuseisdeclining. Methamphdaminelab buds have reportedly increased
during the past 6 months butregiond epidemiologsts did not report increases in methampheamine users seeking
treatment. Methamphdamine users remain difficult to access, in pat dueto the stigma assodated with abuse of
thisdrug.

L SD useiswaning statewide Columbusistheonly areain which heroin use is decreasing, thoughusage rates
remain high.
