c. Agencies and local continuums need to look at their projects more carefully.

d. One program was not included in the renewal process this year.  

i. Scott Gary, OHCP, and Douglas talked with Wooster Interfaith Housing Corporation regarding their score and informed them that they were not being included.

e. All agencies will receive a debriefing letter regarding their scores.

i. Renewal projects that scored below 60% (52 points) will be informed that their project needs to improve or may be at risk for not being funded.  

f. 12 S+C projects renewed – the funding for these renewals do not come out of our pro rata.

g. 15 new/chronic projects – 10 were submitted for HUD for consideration.  Projects that scored 51 points or above were funded.

i. Exception – one project that would have been partially funded decided not to move forward and then there were additional funds to accept another project.

h. 1 new rapid re-housing project – Salvation Army project.  

i. COHHIO is offering technical assistance to Wayne County CoC since they lost program. 

j. Communities need to start monitoring each other’s programs. 

k. There were some problems submitting the data via e-SNAPS.
